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Heating rods do not create pas/bishul yisroel

Many of our restaurants desire to serve bread that is Pas Yisroel. Many of them have
been using bread that is certified by another hashgachah and considered Pas Yisroel. A
Rabbi who occasionally does productions at the plant where the aforementioned bread is
baked has informed me that he has found numerous times that the ovens have been turned
off and there are no Jew to relight them. I spoke to a Rabbi from the certifying agency
and he said that he is aware of the problem, however, they rely on heating rods that were
one lit by a Jew to maintain the status of Pas Yisroel. Does the OU consider this to be
Pas Yisroel? Please advise.
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
