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Minimum temperatures which demand libun gamur

After visiting a company which dries non-kosher products, Rav Belsky wrote the following guidelines for which types of dryer require libun gamur:
A chamber heated by fire is called a tanur and always needs libun chamur unless:

1. It is heated to below 200° F.

2. If no fire is present in the chamber nor very close to the chamber, but hot air is pumped from a distance then libun chamur is not required if:

a. The items pass through the chamber quickly, as in many drying chambers. 

and

b. The temperature in the chamber is no higher than 275° F.

3. As the guidelines in the previous paragraph can easily lend itself to misinterpretation it should be used with caution, infrequently and only when no alternative is available.

In the cases outlined above where libun chamur is not required, the chamber should be kashered with libun kal or hag’alah.
