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Cold milk was kovush in a tank for 24 hours.  The [image: image2.png]


 position is that such tanks require kashering but that the tanks may be kashered via milui v’irui or via irui kli rishon at 175° F.  [The same wouldn’t apply if the milk had been hotter than yad soledes bo or if other issurim had been kovush].  The rationale for this ruling is explained in [image: image3.png]


 K-169, K-217:2, M:1 (footnote 31-32) and M:3 (question 18); the following is a summary of the relevant points from those documents:

1. Shach 135:33 says that if cold stam yayin, chametz before Pesach, kosher meat or kosher milk are kovush in a tank then the tank can be kashered via milui v’irui.
2. Rema 135:15 says that wherever milui v’irui is effective, it may be replaced with irui kli rishon.

3. Rav Belsky and Rav Schachter report that the Chazon Ish says that if irui kli rishon is sufficient then obviously the water will not be roschin (212° F) and that indicates that the water is only required to be yad soledes bo.    

4. There are different shiurim given for yad soledes bo and the [image: image4.png]


 accepts 175° F as the maximum.  
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 also allows the aforementioned types of kashering if chalav stam was kovush.  Although Rav Belsky holds that the [image: image6.png]


 should generally view chalav stam as issur, he agrees with this psak (see [image: image7.png]


 K-217:2).

6. Therefore, if milk (chalav stam or chalav yisroel) was kovush in a tank for more than 24 hours, the tank must be kashered before it is used for pareve and the kashering may be done via irui kli rishon at 175° F (or via milui v’irui).  [In cases of sha’as hadchak gadol, irui kli rishon may be performed at 165° F].  It is preferable—but not required—that 212° F water be used.  The same halachos apply to tanks which held stam yayin or any of the other examples cited above.

7. If any other issur was kovush or if the product was hot, a full hag’alah is required (Shach ibid.).  However, there is a disagreement as to whether 175° F suffices (Rav Schachter and Rav Genack) or whether 212° F is required (Rav Belsky); the sevaros for these two opinions are explained in [image: image8.png]
