Milk and meat touching each other
The mechaber (1) says that if meat and cheese touch each other they are still permitted to be eaten, all you must do is hadacha, rinse it off. The mechaber is talking about two cold foods that cannot transfer any taste and cannot give off bliyas from one to the other, and therefore they do not become usser. The mechaber says that you still must wash it off in the place that they touched because we are concerned that maybe a piece of one got stuck on, but this hadacha is only necessary if one of the foods were lach, moist, but if both are completely dry then there is no requirement to do hadacha. However, if they are salted then even if they are dry they still require hadach. The reason for this is explained by the badei hashulchan (3) that pieces of salt are stuck to one another even if they are dry, and therefore require washing off. Similarly, any case that would be easy for there to be a leftover from one piece to the next requires hadacha. Therefore we say that any fatty meat also requires hadacha even if it is dry.
What is hadacha

There is a machlokas as to what is necessary to fulfill the requirement of hadacha. Some say all you need to do is wash it off with water, and others require you to do shifshuf, scrubbing. R. Frost says that it is enough to wash it off, but the badei hashulchan (4) is machmer, and requires shifshuf.

However if one of the foods were fatty

There is a machlokas brought down in the piskei teshuvah as to what level of hadacha required. The badei hashulchan (5) is lenient and says that one only must wash it off, but he is not obligated to do shifshuf. However, R forst and RYB are machmer and require shifshuf.
Blood, butter

The aruch hashulchan says that things that are moist and congeal require a higher level of cleaning and therefore one must do hadacha and shifshuf.

Something soft:  

The piskei teshuvah brings that gereirah is required.

One forgot to do hadacha:

One who did not do the hadacha prosess and then cooked up the food, the taz (1) is lenient since the hadacha is not an essential requirement we can be lenient if already done. Others give a reason that we can be sure that there was a bitul in shishim. However the badei hashulchan (6) says that one should be machmer since there are those who hold that the requirement of hadacha is essential.

The mechaber (2) says that one may not leave a piece of cold meat in a pot that is of isser, even if the pot is also cold. The achoranim ask that if nothing is hot and nothing is dirty then what is the concern? The pri tohar answers that we are dealing with a klei cheres and we are gozer to a case that would be hot. The other answer given by many acharonim is that it is just clean but hadacha was not done to it.   
All this is only a concern if one is not accustomed to washing off his dishes but if one usually cleans them then there is no concern. Therefore the badei hashulchan (14) says one may throw raw meat together with a piece of isser meat since it is the normal for you to wash the raw piece of meat. However a case that requires you to do shifshuf since it is not something you normally do, we do not allow you to do something that would require you to do this. For example, using something that is fatty requires shifshuf some you cannot put this together with raw meat since it is not something you normally do.

The Rema:

There is machlokas between the shach and the taz as to what the Rema means to say. The shach (3) learns that the rema is only permitting a case where it is totally dry and and that the bliyos of the klei only came about through cold not through hot. But if the isser got there through a cooking process, then one is required to do hadacha. The taz (3) changes the girsah in the rema and learns that the rema was saying that you are only required to do hadacha if there is something moist there now and the pot was used with hot. 

However, either way is hard to understand because as long as the utensil was clean how can it absorb any type of isser? Therefore the shach learns differently and argues on the rema and says that anything that is cold even if it is moist one is permitted to use with out hadacha even if the bliyos of isser got there through cooking hot.

However, there are two conditions to this heter; 

1. It only applies to use it on an irregular basis not on a permanent basis. 

2. Only permitted for those utensils that are able to have hagalah done to it. Therefore, any klei cheres, or wooden utensil is not permitted to be used even on an irregular basis.

Halachically, according to the shach it comes out that by metal pots we have a heter to use it with cold even if the isser came through cooking hot, if right now you use it with cold and it is only for temporary use. But any earthenware pot or plate is prohibited even on a temporary basis,      
According to the taz (he does not differentiate between metal and earthenware) a pot that got the isser through cold can be used for hot dry things and cold moist things, even on a consistent basis. If the isser came about through hot, then you can use it only for cold dry things.
A goyish owned earthenware pot that got the isser through hot:
Some rishonim say that since it is owned be a goy it is not possible to do hagalah and therefore one is permitted to use his utensil with cold moist things. However the chachmos adam says that this is only if there is no other option.

Klei sheni

The chachmos adam and the aruch hashulchan both say the a plate is still osser because it absorbs the isser and we view it as a klei rishon. 
Bread that touches cheese (3) 

If cheese touched the bread one must do gorer on the bread, the the piskei teshuvah says and is brought by the badei hashulchan(16) that of it only touched the outside crust then one can be lenient and just wipe it off. But if it touches the inner part then one must do gorer.
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
