LEASE AGREEMENT

September 21, 2003

ABC Corp, 123 Walnut Street, Lakewood, NJ (“Lessor”) does hereby declare that it has leased its entire business, for the days set forth herein, to Aynay Yehudi, 123 Main Street, Haledon, NJ (“Lessee”).  The Term of this Lease shall be one year from the above date and Lessee shall pay in full at the commencement of the Term $10,000 multiplied by each day that Lessee is leasing the Business during the Term (the “Lease Payment”). Lessee is leasing the Business for each of the following days during the Term; each and every Friday from one-half hour before sundown, to the following Saturday, one hour and thirty minutes after sundown, and for the Jewish holidays of Rosh Hashona, Yom Kippur, Succoth, Passover and Shavuoth from one-half hour before sundown to one hour and thirty minutes after sundown at the end of the holiday.  This Lease shall automatically renew for an additional one-year term on its one-year anniversary and on each successive anniversary. 
Lessor has made a ten dollar ($10) down payment toward the Lease Payment.  Since Lessee does not have the funds for the full Lease Payment, Lessor has agreed to consider it a loan at an interest rate of 12% annually.  At Lessee’s discretion, Lessee may (i) require an assessment of the profits and losses for each day that the Business is leased, i.e., revenue reduced by expenses (including that day’s proportionate share of the annual overhead), the $10,000, and interest on the $10,000, or (ii) demand a settlement payment of Five Dollars ($5.00) in lieu of profits for each day that the Business is leased.  Lessee hereby trusts Lessor, by Lessor’s word alone, as to the accuracy of any assessment of profits and losses.  If twenty-four (24) hours go by after any day that the Business is leased and Lessee does not ask for a determination of profits and losses, this will be taken as indication of Lessee’s decision to select option ii above; i.e., to accept a Five Dollar ($5.00) settlement payment.  Such indication shall be final with no opportunity for redress.  
Therefore, Lessor has leased to Lessee all of its rights in the Business during the Periods, and Lessee has the right to act as one would act in their own establishment.  However, until Lessor receives the Lease Payment, the entire Business shall be a security solely to Lessor with the specific right to collect Lessor’s debt from it and Lessee has no right to take anything from the Business without written permission from Lessor.  Also, due to Lessor’s fear that Lessee may depreciate the value of the Business thereby causing Lessor to be unable to collect its due amount, and also causing Lessor dissatisfaction with this Lease, Lessee may not do anything in the Business without Lessor’s permission.  For days on which the Business is leased to Lessee and employees of the Business are working for Lessee, Lessor may give directives to the Business employees.
This Lease shall be in force until such time that either Lessee or Lessor chooses to terminate this Lease, upon four (4) day’s notice.

This Lease was effected and finalized concurrently herewith according to Jewish Law by virtue of (i) this document (ii) the ten dollar ($10) down payment paid by Lessee to Lessor, (iii) formal Kinyan Sudar, (iv) formal Kinyan Agav for movable objects which were also leased in conjunction with real property and (v) a Handshake of the parties.
