A) plastic    ‑ Treat like wood. (In case there is a    possibility that the plastic may be damaged by "hagala",    then "hagala" is not permitted).
B) fiberglass ‑ like "cheres". (no "hagala", "milui v'irui" by    "kavush", etc.)
C) glass      ‑ like "cheres" except if: a) if "rubat shamishi    betzonen" then "beshas HaDechak" we may permit "hadacha".
b) in case a glass    kli was used for cooking or "irui kli rishon", we may    permit actual "hagala", only bimkom hefsed".
c) in case of "kavush betzonen" where only heter (meat, chometz before Pesach, milk) or "stam yaynam" was used, we may permit "milui virui" (3 days) or "me'at roschin" plus "gilgul al yedai even melubenet".  Ordinary "irui kli rishon is not acceptable.  In case of "shaar issur" these methods are not permitted.  The methods mentioned here apply to all kaylim, even "cheres".                   d) all "kli issur" may be used "biderech arai" with cold liquids, not "biderech keva".  We have permitted use of "kli issur" with "tzonen" even "biderech keva" in many of our hechsherim.  This policy requires examination.  "Havo d'la losif aleha".
D) Melmac is plastic.
E) Ceramic is cheres.
F) Correlle is glass.
G) Corningware ‑ glass
H) Pyrex       ‑ glass
I) Duralex     ‑ glass
J) Formica is plastic.
K) synthetic rubber ‑ like wood unless there is a chance that kli would be damaged by hot water (as in A.)
L) Teflon and ironstone ‑ like wood
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
